Description: A Post-doctoral position in structural biology is available in the Chromatin biology and Epigenetic group at the Structural Genomics Consortium, University of Toronto. My group aims to characterize chromatin proteins involved in histone code "reading" and "writing" by X-ray crystallography in combination with other biochemical and biophysical techniques, as part of the wider SGC effort on the human genome.
